SUBJECT: GCC Registration Health Requirements

The GCC Health Center supports the mission of the College through the provision of first aid
interventions in time of illness and injuries, and health promotion measures which include the
Tuberculosis and Immunization Program geared towards the prevention of communicable diseases.
To achieve these goals and to better serve you, the following data are needed:

1. properly completed Health Information form;
2. TB clearance within one year only and;
3.  updated immunization record which includes:

A. Measles, Mumps, and Rubella (MMR);
• at least one dose of MMR given on or after the first birthday (the 2nd dose of MMR,

however, is highly recommended) 
• individuals born before 1957 are exempted from this MMR requirement

B. Diptheria, Pertussis, Tetanus (DPT or TD) must be current within the last ten years
and;

C. Polio Vaccine (OPV/IPV) if below 18 years of age. 

If your choice of study will place you at risk for the exposure to blood borne pathogens, you are
advised to follow further instructions of your respective program advisor regarding other health
requirements such as hepatitis B vaccine and physical examination.

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STEPS TO GETTING YOUR STUDENT HEALTH CLEA RANCE

Please read carefully and follow procedures.

FOR NEW STUDENTS
Step I: Please make sure that you have completed the Student Information Form (0 1 Form) and have the

information inputted into the school system.

Step II: Complete  the Emergency and H ealth Informa tion Sheet.

Step III: The Student Health Center requires the following documents:

1) completed  and signed Emergency and Health Informa tion sheet;
2) annual TB clearance;
3) a dose of Tetanus and Diphtheria (Td) vaccine--done within 10 years and;
4) at least one dose of Me asles, Mumps, and  Rubella (MM R) vaccine if born in 1957 or later.
NOTE: If your choice of study will place you at risk for the exposure to blood borne pathogens, you

are advised to follow further instructions of your respective program adviso r regarding  other health
requirements such as hepatitis B vaccine and physical examination.

Step IV: Upon submission of completed documents and updating the computer system, the Health Center

will sign the registration form and w ill clear you to proceed to register.

FOR CONTINUING/RETURNING  STUDENTS:
Step I: Once you have filled out your registration form and obtained your advisor’s initials, you may

proceed to register for the classes.  However, if your health data is determined to be incomplete,

the data entry clerk will direct you to see the School Health Counselor before registering for the
current semester.

Step II: Upon submission of the updated required documents at the Health Center, you may return to the

data entry windows for continuing the registration process.
